Grant us the gift of your loving Holy Spirit in such a way that they can be the cause of someone else’s happiness.  Help each member of this Team to be tolerant of someone else’s shortcomings, but impatient with their own, that they may not be a burden, but a blessing in your kingdom and a mission of love, that others might see and draw nearer to you.
