The Emmaus Lanyard

There are 6 beautiful and dynamic colors braided in this piece of woven rope. These six colors display that God created Earth in six days.(Gen 2:1-2)

The beautiful and bright colors of God’s rainbow state that God will never destroy the Earth again by flood.(Gen 9:13)  These colors also represent God’s eternal city.(Rev 21:18-21) The know at the back of the lanyard is a reminder that God created man in His image to commune with Him.       (Gen 1:26; Rev 21:3) It is also a reminder that God is the first and the last, the beginning and the end. (rev 21:6) The individual colors are a reminder of God’s special love. (Jer 31:3; 1John 4:19)

Yellow/the light and God’s most glorious light and gift, his son, Jesus.


(Gen 1:3; Rev 22:5)

Orange/the light and blood of Jesus combined for the new glory and home 

           that God has for His children. (1 John 5:6 ; Rev 21:7)

Purple/the royal color of the King of kings and the Lord of lords. 


((John 19:2 ; Rev 19:16)

Red/the blood of Jesus shed for the sins of man. 


(Rom 3:25; Rom 5:8-9)
Blue/the water of life and public profession of Jesus by baptism. 


(Rev 22:1 ; Acts 2:41)

Green/ the trees of life and our spiritual growth through God’s word. 


(Rev 22:2 ; 2 Pet 3:18)

Each color and its interpretation is a reminder that we are not alone because God and Jesus are with us. (John 16:32) Jesus, our Christ died with his arms outstretched on the cross at Calvary for our sins and for eternal life after death. ( John 19:16 ; John 20:30) 

The cross is loosely held on the lanyard showing that we are bound, but free to choose Jesus as the only path to heaven. (Heb 12:13 ; John 3:36 ;        Acts 2: 25 – 28)

As we walk this path together let us share our experience and love for God, his son, Jesus, and his people. Just as the men of Israel did while walking to Emmaus. (Luke 24 : 13 – 35) Peace and grace be with you all of the days of your walk with Jesus Christ.
